What did Jesus Accomplish On The Cross?
Small Group Time

Opening Statement:

What we looked at tonight is a lot.  I want to give you guys an opportunity to ask any questions you might have about the cross or what Jesus did.
Question 1 – Does anyone have any questions or want to talk about anything regarding the message tonight?

Question 2 – Have you ever been given a gift you didn’t deserve?  Or been shown love and forgiveness when you knew you were wrong?  How did that make you feel?

Question 3 – Read Philippians 3:18

If what Jesus did was so great, why do you think the cross and Jesus are so offensive to people?

The bible says that “All Scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness, that the man of God may be complete, thoroughly equipped for every good work.”  So let’s read a couple verses.

Romans 5:8

“But God shows his love for us in that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us”

Read 1John 4:9-10

1John 4:9-10

“In this the love of God was made manifest among us, that God sent his only Son into the world, so that we might live through Him.  In this is love, not that we loved God but that He loved us and sent his Son to be the propitiation for our sins.”

John 15:12-13

“This is My commandment, that you love one another as I have loved you. Greater love has no one than this, than to lay down one’s life for his friends.”

Question 4 – What sticks out to you about these verses? Any one verse stand out more than the rest?

Wrap up and application

So we just read that we are to love as Jesus loved.  And we see his love most clearly demonstrated at the cross.  His love is selfless, sacrificial, and serving.

The term Christian actually means “little Christ”.  So as “little christs” We are supposed to love as Christ loved, sacrifice as He sacrificed, and forgive as He forgave.

· What are some things we can do this week to demonstrate Christ’s love?  The same sacrificial, selfless, and serving love that Jesus demonstrated on the cross.

· How can we lay down our life aside from actually dying?
(After getting a few answers from the kids, repeat them back to them.  Challenge them to really act them out this week.  Write them down so you can follow up next week.)
